About 67% of the solid waste generated in the United States is still dumped in landfills. This corresponds to several tons of waste per landfill daily, considering 4.5 lb (2 kg) of solid waste is generated each day per person in this country. The many tons of solid waste dumped in a landfill today will not decompose until 30 years from now.  Traditional Garbage Bags can take hundreds of years to decompose. The waste inside of the garbage bag cannot begin to decompose until after the bag begins to decompose because there is no air to aid in the decomposition.
