Deva is a word that has great strength attached to it. Deva (in Hinduism) is the Sanskrit word for "god, deity". It can be variously interpreted as a God, angel, spirit, celestial being, deity or any supernatural being of high excellence. They are opposed to the usually demonic Asuras.
 
The name Deva is also considered to come from the ancient word dava, meaning "fortress" (e.g. Pelendava, Piroboridava, Zargidava etc). Other theories trace the name to a Roman Legion, the Legio II Augusta, transferred to Deva from Castrum Deva, now Chester (Deva Victrix) in Britain. On medieval maps, Deva appears as Deva, Dewan or Diemrich.
